During PSHE we will be focusing on Emotions and 
Anti-bullying

language to describe them and learn how we might recognise them in 
ourselves and others.  We will consider what prompts different 
feelings and how to deal with these.

In Science, we will be investigating Earth and Space

In English, we will be writing a non-
fiction text based on ‘Mars

As authors we will look at the jigsaw pieces that 
make up the shape of this non-fiction report.  We 
will be investigating Mars as a planet and invent 
some technical space language.  We will explore 
some existing speeches about space travel and 
then write our own transmission from Mars using 
Sentence Stacking ideas.

In Art and DT, we will be 
looking at 3D structures

As artist and designers we will be 
using a structure to design and 

make a 3D alien from Mars.

In Geography, we will be looking at map skills 
and comparing the UK and Europe

As geographers we will be investigating:
• Why do we need longitude and latitude?
• What are four and six figure grid references and how do we 

use them?
• How can I precisely describe locations, landmarks and places 

as a geographer?
• Where is the Lake District and what is it like?
• Poland: what is it like and where can you find the Tatra

mountains?
• What are the Tatra mountains like?  Comparison between the 

Lake District and Poland.
