Capital letters and full stops used correctly to show the start and end of 
sentences. 

 

Uses question marks and exclamation marks appropriately.  

Capital letters used correctly to show the names of people, places and 
things (proper nouns). 

 

Uses commas for lists. 
 

 

Uses apostrophes for contraction. 
 

 

Uses apostrophes for single possession.
